Usually it is cheaper to live away from popular business districts and therefore it is easier to find a bigger apartment for less money. Living outside the city is also good because there is less noise and pollution. Usually there are a lot of parks to go for walks and spending time with your family. My opinion is that living in the city is very expensive. If you want to have a family or save your money, it seems like a better idea to live outside the city. 
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
