[Question 10: Propose a solution]
	Question 10: An office manager notices that two employees are not getting along. One employee has been with the company for over five years, but the other has only worked in the office for the last three months. Both employees have been assigned to work together on an important advertising campaign. If the campaign is not successful, the company will lose an important client. The manager has spoken to both employees separately, and has stressed the importance of team work in this company. The campaign is supposed to be presented in less than two weeks and neither employee has submitted their project report. What should the manager do to solve this problem?


- Sample Response- Lower Level

The manager needs to meet with the two employees in her office. They should talk about problems with work. If they can’t work together, the manager has to give the project to other employees. Next time, the manager has to find employees that can work together.

- Sample Response- Mid Level

The manager should meet with both employees together. This way, he can figure out how to help the employees overcome their differences and work together. Next time the manager assigns employees to a project, he should review each employee’s personality and skills before making a team. In order to finish the important project that is due in two weeks, the manager should think about assigning the project to another team that works together better.
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
