Question 11: Some people prefer to have their own private office, while others prefer to work in a big office with other people. In which work environment do you work best? Give reasons for your opinion.

- Sample Response- Mid Level

The benefits of a private office include more space and fewer distractions. Usually, a private office

is quieter than an office with many people. However, there are also disadvantages to having a private office. If you have a question to ask a coworker, you have to use a telephone. Also, when you work alone you don’t have as much contact with other workers. This can cause communication problems.

Therefore, it is better to work in an office with many other people than to work alone.

- Sample Response- Higher Level

There are many advantages of having your own private office: more space, less distraction, and increased privacy. Potentially, you will be more productive and efficient without the cumbersome distractions that characterize the communal office environment.
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
