* 현재완료 계속 *

 -계속: for 4 years, since 1999 등과 같이 시간을 나타내는 말과 함께 사용 

I have been a teacher for four years.

I have been married since 1999.

I have been sick for a week.

I have been studying English.

I have been studying English since this month.

It has been raining since this morning.

I have been waiting for you for 20 minutes.

I have lived in Seoul since last month.

I have lived for a year.

I have had a cold for a week.

I have studied English since I was 13.

I have known her since middle school.

 - 부정문을 만들 때는 have/ has 뒤에 not을 붙인다.

I haven't seen her for a long time.

He hasn't heard from her since last month.

A: I've been a teacher since 2000.

How long have you been married?
