1. 날씨 

How’s the weather today?

It’s sunny/ windy/ cloudy/ hot/ warm/ chilly/ cold/ freezing.
2.시간
What time is it?

It’s 3 o’clock.     It’s 3:10.( = It’s 10 past 3.)     It’s 2:50.( = It’s 10 to 3.)

  3.거리

How far is it from here to there?

It’s along way.         It’s far.         It’s not that far.

4.걸리는 시간

  How long does it take you to go home?  ->It takes me one hour to go home.

  How long did it take you to go home?    ->It took me 40 minutes to go home.

* 날짜, 요일을 나타내는 대명사 it *
What day is it today?

It’s Monday/ Tuesday/ Wednesday/ Thursday/ Friday/ Saturday/ Sunday.

What’s today’s date?
  1999년 6월 15일-> It’s June 15th (fifteenth) , 1999.
2004년 9월 9일 -> It’s Tuesday, September 9th, 2004.

[서수] It’s June 1st./ 2nd /3rd / 4th /20th (twentieth)/ 21st (twenty-first)/ 30th (thirtieth)
