The on-site health facility provides a variety of services designed to meet employees' needs. The primary care section offers evaluation, initial treatment and follow-up care for acute injuries and illness; provides care for chronic health problems; dispenses selected prescription medication; administers routine and travel immunizations; provides an array of screening and preventative health services; and coordinates outside medical care that employees might require. There is also a separate Women's Health section that provides special care for female employees, including routine and emergency contraception, evaluation and treatment of problems, and preventative care and education. Orthopedic care, podiatry and nutrition counseling are also offered.

The health department is open during the morning between 9 AM and 12 PM and during the afternoon from 1 PM to 3 PM.  Hours are subject to change during holidays and over the summer. 

Please remember that we operate strictly on an appointment system. Appointments must be scheduled at least one day in advance for clinical service. Because our three clinicians are usually booked for any given week, it is a good idea to schedule weeks in advance for advice or medical check-ups. For immediate treatment, please seek the emergency room at Geisinger Medical Center on Lockhaven Ave. and Summerdale Road.  Any employee who requires immunization may contact the department to schedule an appointment on Thursdays and Fridays only.
